The module aims at providing
a better understanding of how conflicts erupt, what modes of conflict regulation exist
and in particular what roles states, international organizations and non-governmental
organizations play in regulating and solving transnational and international conflicts. The
module will concentrate primarily on civil and interstate wars, genocide and finally on
possible forms of sustainable conflict mediation and regulation.

Qualifikationsziele

International Humanitarian Law sets out rules that aim to limit the effects of armed
conflict. This course will seek to explore the evolution of the laws of war from their

origin to their modern day application. After a short review of international minimum
human rights standards in peacetime, the course will focus on the law of war (the tension
between humanity and necessity, customary principles of discrimination, proportionality,
and chivalry, as well as a brief survey of detention). By the end of the course, the
students should understand the most basic concepts governing armed conflict.

Inhalt

The module will start with an introduction of fundamental concepts of human rights law as
the international legal foundation for the protection of individuals will be introduced. After
briefly discussing the sources of the fundamental norms, the course will shift the focus

to the law of armed conflict (also known as international humanitarian law or the law of
war). Once a nation is at war, the fundamental tension between humanity and necessity
dictates a legal balance which will affect all deliberate actions taken by commanders.
Participants will discuss discrimination (the requirement to avoid intentionally targeting
civilians and their property), proportionality (the balance of concrete and direct military
advantage with collateral damage to civilians and their property), and chivalry (the
prohibition of perfidy as opposed to lawful ruses of war).

Inhalt

The focal points of this module are the most imminent and important issues in

current security theory and providing students with the ability to formulate academic
recommendations and solutions to these issues. Students will be introduced to various
theoretical and methodological questions and apparatuses in international security
studies and learn how to approach international security as a fundamentally contested
concept and research topic in the study of international relations.

During the seminars, participants will be introduced to the main arguments of international
relations theory with a specific focus on its subfield, international security. They will be
provided with a comprehensive overview of the core theoretical and policy oriented
literature in the field. All major theoretical approaches to security in international relations
will be examined not only as theories, but also as inquiries developed in a specific social,
cultural and temporal context. After discussing a number of relevant debates in the field,
the issue of applying theory to specific security topics will be addressed in detail. The
module will further place a special emphasis on the analysis of actors, structures and
processes in security politics.

Finally, students will be provided with an introduction to designing social study research,
discuss strategies of data collection, hypothesis testing, the formulation of reasoned
arguments, the problem of fallacies, the process of conducting social sciences research
and transforming that research into academic writing.

Qualifikationsziele

As a result of attending this module, the students should have a basic understanding
of the general objectives of development policy and aid instruments. They are enabled
to answer and discuss questions such as "What characterizes underdevelopment?";
"What is the effect of conflict on underdevelopment?"; "Are there silver bullet solutions
to underdevelopment?"; "Can development aid be effective when affected by fragility
and conflict?"; "Does development lead to more security?". By giving an overview of
theoretical concepts and current debates in development policy and aid, and relating
these insights to the ongoing challenge of of providing development impulses in hostile
environments, students will become capable to identify risks for the aid industry and
security/military forces, which are often present simultaneously but with diverging
objectives in developing countries.

Inhalt

Efforts to maintain collective security and prosper economically are at the heart of

human history. Yet, insecurity not only remains, but has become a primary development
challenge of our time. According to the World Bank, in 2011, one-and-a-half billion people
lived in regions affected by fragility, conflict, or large-scale organized criminal violence.
Not surprisingly, no low-income fragile or conflict affected country has yet achieved

a single United Nations Development Goal. While much of the world has made rapid
progress in reducing poverty, regions characterized by repeating cycles of political and
criminal violence are being left far behind, their economic growth compromised and their
human development indicators stagnant.

Subsequently, this module has two main objectives. First, it introduces the students to key
definitions and theoretical issues pertinent in development theory and policy. The concept
of "human security” is the guiding principle here. Second, the module discusses issues
related to development challenges during and after conflicts. Whenever possible, current
debates and policy reports are incorporated into the module, for instance the Sachs-
Easterly debate on the "right" approach for development or the 2011 World Development
Report of the World Bank on Conflict, Security and Development.

Qualifikationsziele

The course will map out the on-going debate about the effects of globalisation on the
governance-capacity of International Organisations and the role of the state. It will
examine why new transnational arrangements are emerging, and what their role and
future will be. It will particularly focus on the area of national and international security
and defence. Students will develop case-studies that will provide the input for a scenario-
building exercise. At the end of the course, students should arrive at a more informed
understanding of the background, role, merit and future of a wide range transnational
security arrangements.

Inhalt

The inadequate political management of global processes has become one of the

most serious concerns. Classical tools of interstate cooperation — such as International
Organizations and treaties — often prove inadequate since they rely on the consent of
participating sovereign states and therefore tend to reflect a disappointingly low common
denominator. The modern state has offered us an unprecedented level of security and
prosperity, increasingly based upon a democratic system of governance. However,

it comes as no surprise that this 17th-century economic and political arrangement

has difficulties confronting 21st-century challenges. Since governance institutions
change over time — from tribes to city states, modern states and confederations — it is
understandable that we see significant innovation in transnational governance, with
different types of actors and institutions playing key roles. To deal with the growing
complexity of world politics and security, states give room to new kinds of institutions and
arrangements with policymaking authority such as public-private partnerships and market-
oriented regulation. Much of the global rulebook is drawn up not by national politicians,
but by networks of stakeholders who have gone ahead to develop their own standards
and regulations, often enforcing them through innovative techniques.

The module enables students to address the friction between security and freedom
(security-freedom-paradox) on an academic basis. Students develop common
understanding of the definition of terrorism and establish contacts that will help them
approach this problem in a collegial, international environment. The PTSS helps students
to appreciate the nature and magnitude of today’s threat. By developing a common
ground of knowledge, understanding and contacts — an “intellectual interoperability” — the
PTSS improves students’ abilities to cooperate internationally to counter terrorism’s global
implications that transcend both national and international borders.

Inhalt

The module focuses on methods to help a nation effectively combat terrorism but

still adhere to the fundamental values of a democratic society. It is divided into an
introductory segment and five parts: Terrorism: Nature, definition and trends, the role of
law, financing terrorism, security cooperation and securing the homeland against terrorist
threats. Throughout the PTSS, the curriculum emphasizes complementary recurring
themes, which course members will be required to discern and analyze in each part. By
understanding and analyzing the themes, each member will develop a firm foundation
and understanding that will help guide a rational approach to the threat of terrorism.
Such recurring themes as Leadership & Ethics in Combating Terrorism, the Influence of
Globalization on Terrorism, Countering ldeological Support for Terrorism and Weapons
of Mass Destruction and Competing terms of reference will be emphasized according to
their respective relevance.

At the conclusion of the seminar, participants should be familiar with major security issues
and U.S. Policy in Eurasia. They should be aware of the duties, roles and responsibilities
of FAOs throughout Eurasia and the functions and roles of major European-based U.S.

Inhalt

The Eurasian Security Studies Seminar is a 3-week orientation to the issues, places

and roles with Foreign Area Officers (FAOs) will be working for the rest of their careers
while operating in/with the Eurasian region.In the sub-module "International Security and
Regional Studies", using resident GCMC faculty and select outside experts, attendees
examine and discuss the issues affecting the Eurasian Region.

At the conclusion of the course, students should be able to:

4. Assess overarching patterns from recent crisis management for potential regional
crises.

Inhalt

Regional security has always constituted a significant part of the overall constellation of
security in the international system. However, the confrontation between the superpowers
during the Cold War pushed the regional perspective into the background. It was only
after the end of the bloc confrontation that regional security dynamics gained more
attention. Post-Cold War security has been increasingly shaped by a series of violent
regional conflicts; in fact, the post-Cold War world has become more fragmented and less
hierarchical than ever before.

In the last 20 years these regional conflicts, formerly only considered as mere local
security concerns, have developed into vital issues in international security debates.
Within these conflicts a growing number of failing and critically weak states have been
observed. Specific "regional security complexes" with potential "spillover effects" which
pose world-wide security risks have evolved. International crisis management was
established in several regions which involved a whole host of organizations, and, to a
lesser extent, local security actors.

This seminar aims at analyzing two main sets of questions. First, they include questions
evaluating the quality of the specific crisis: How did the crisis evolve and which actors
were involved in the course of events? The second set of questions concerns the quality
of international assistance: Did the international assistance meet the regional needs?
And, how was the international assistance perceived in the region?

The seminar will focus specifically on regional security dynamics, thereby acknowledging
the continued prominence of territoriality on the one hand and the necessity to prioritize
regional analysis over the global analysis, on the other hand. This will allow participants to
examine international security issues where they happen by investigating contemporary
regional case studies.

The regional case studies will look at geographical areas affected by a violent crisis.
These crises pose threats to the region and beyond and international organizations have
conducted initiatives to solve the crises.
